This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Snodland CEP School, our music curriculum is planned based on the Model Music Curriculum. Our Music Lead is a trained musician and she works alongside our Curriculum Leader to plan the music curriculum throughout the school. All planning includes strategies to ensure that all children are included in music lessons. We have been awarded the Music Mark for 2025-26
Our Music Lead and Curriculum Lead are working with the Music Hub for Kent and Medway to continue development of our music curriculum. Our Music Leader writes all planning and resources for class teachers throughout Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. In Foundation Stage, children enjoy musical activities throughout the school year through singing and accessing musical opportunities as part of child initiated learning. 
Children play percussion instruments throughout their time at Snodland CEP. From September 2024, this clear progression of learning instruments will develop so that children learn to play the recorder in Year 2, glockenspiel in Year 3 and ukulele in Year 4. These instrumental skills are then used to develop composing and performing skills in from Year 2-6. 
We are fortunate to work in partnership with Music@Malling to provide opportunities to attend live music concerts in the local area (Year 3 September 2024) and music making workshops (Year 5 November 2025). We also work in partnership with the Rochester Cathedral, who provide choral workshops (Year 5 January 2026). 
We provide regular opportunities for all children to perform at Music Showcase Assemblies with regular opportunities for instrumentalists to perform in our celebration worship on Fridays. These events include individual performances, choir performances and performances by each year group to share their musical learning with the school community. We also invite parents in to smaller class performances. 
 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Snodland CEP School, one-to-one and small group music tuition is provided by Andrew Parry Music (Andrew Parry Music). From September 2025, we are offering lessons on keyboard, guitar, ukulele and drums. These lessons are taught in a dedicated small space which provides a quiet environment for these lessons. There is a termly fee for these lessons. Details of fees and costs of hiring instruments can be found on the website for Andrew Parry Music. Financial support is available for children who receive FSM via Kent Music.
Our Music Lead is a trained singer and she runs our school choir. The choir rehearse weekly and perform at Young Voices each year at the O2 arena. They also perform at school events, such as the Christmas Fair and at our Music Showcase Assemblies. Membership of the choir is free and open to all children in Key Stage 2. We also have a KS1 choir which is run by a class teacher. 
We regularly share opportunities provided by Music@Malling and the Music Hub for Kent and Medway in our Headteacher’s Newsletter. 




Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	All children sing in Worship regularly. There is a weekly singing worship when we practise and learn songs and hymns. We have a celebration song that we sing in Celebration Worship every week. In addition to this, we practise and learn hymns and songs for church services at Harvest, Christmas and Easter. 
Children in Foundation Stage and Year 1 perform a Nativity with songs in December every year. Children in Year 2 learn Christmas songs which they perform for parents in December every year. Children in Year 6 perform a musical show in July every year. 
Through our partnership with Music@Malling, children in Year 3 attend a concert in the local area. Children in Year 5 travel to central London and go to a West End theatre to watch a musical. These events are open to all children. For the Year 5 trip the only cost is for transport with the cost of tickets met by the school. 


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	In the future, we are working with the Music Hub for Kent and Medway to further develop our curriculum. We are developing our use of technology for composition to enable children to structure music through composition without the need to play a musical instrument confidently. 
We will continue to develop our partnership with Music@Malling, Rochester Cathedral, Andrew Parry Music and the Music Hub for Kent and Medway to develop further opportunities for our children to experience live music and learn to play a wider range of musical instruments.
